Jimi, and Shaft), vari-
able volume boast, an on/off status LED, and
an internal control for adjusting the filter res-
onance. Accessing Ihe 9-volt battery requiires
removing the botiom plate, but a DC power jack
is included. The Clyde's workinanship is out-
standing, and the boutique touch is apparent
in the high-quality parts, the handwired circuit
board, the clean soldering, and the neatly routed
wiring. Other nice (ouches include the usc of
shieided cable in criocal areas, and shrink-(ub-
ing strain relief on many of the connections. This
is a very well-made pedal!
